From the Washington Beltway, I-495: take I-270 North to Frederick (go to directions below)

From the Baltimore Beltway, I-695: take I-70 West to Frederick (go to directions below)

From Hagerstown, I-81: exit onto I-70 East toward Frederick, continue approximately 25 miles, exit onto 15 North (you will be routed to two exit ramps)(go to directions below)

Directions from all above points of origin:

Exit onto Rte 15 North towards Gettysburg and Thurmont (from Washington, I-270, this is not truly an exit, continue straight on I-270, which ends and you will not know it and without doing anything but going straight, you find yourself on 15 North). Thurmont is about 15 miles northwest of Frederick.

There are 3 Thurmont exits, take the second, the exit for Route 77. The exit ramp is a very sharp curve and the deceleration lane is short, so take care here. At the stop sign at the bottom of the ramp turn RIGHT. This is Route 77 West towards Hagerstown, Smithsburg (a left turn takes you the wrong way and into the town of Thurmont).

Stay on this windy, climbing road for just under three miles (2.9 miles to be exact) where you will turn LEFT onto Catoctin Hollow Road (a green directional sign on the right hand side of the road marks this turn well).

Landmark: 2/10’s of a mile before the turn onto Catoctin Hollow Road, Park Central Road into Catoctin Mountain Park will be on your right.

As you turn onto Catoctin Hollow Road, you are entering Cunningham Falls State Park (William Houck Area). You will see the lake on your right. Continue up Catoctin Hollow Road approximately 3 miles (2.8 exactly) turn RIGHT onto Mink Farm Road (unpaved).

Landmark: From time to time this road sign is stolen so make certain you turn onto the unpaved road and not Wigville Road (the paved road on the right several hundred yards before Mink Farm Rd.). You will know that you have missed the Mink Farm Road turn, if you start descending the mountain.

Continue on Mink Farm Road for 1.3 miles and turn LEFT into the gravel driveway. You will cross a stream twice, after the second crossing, ThorpeWood's driveway is the first left (about 150 feet beyond stream). Several hundred feet into the woods, the driveway divides, stay Right to get to the Center. Going straight puts you on a walking trail that leads by the Pavilion.Landmark: At the middle of a descending segment of the road just before the stream you will pass the paved entrance to Ole Mink Farm (resort and recreation center) on the right.
