Find the help files hard to understand?  Check out these examples straight from the database!
Place published should be the name of the city and, if it is not well known, include the state or province abbreviation or country name if it is not in the US or Canada

Too much information, not even a letter could be delivered to this address!

Use:  Franklin Lakes, NJ

Cambridge [U.K.? citation doesn’t say]

There are several cities around the world named Cambridge so don’t forget to add the state abbreviation or country name.

Town Hall, Truro, MA 02666, Tel. (508) 349-3835

Call or stop by!  Town Hall is my first clue that this document is probably not published and therefore in the wrong workform.  The phone number is the second clue.  This is probably the “place available” instead of place published.  We call that location or holdings.
Abstracts are statements summarizing the important points of a text.  In NatureBib the field is limited to 4000 characters including spaces. 
31,000 characters or 10 pages – longest abstract ever submitted with an upload
Summarize!  After reading a 10 page abstract you may never want to read the whole document.

“On the sixteenth day of the ninth month of the year of Princess Di’s death…”

Limit the abstract to important points!  Be specific.  If the user has to look up any facts (like the year of Princess Di’s death) in your abstract it isn’t precise and the user probably lost interest.
Enter data in the correct field.  If the information doesn’t fit into any fields in the NatureBib workform then put that data in the Notes field – not in a random field.
Volume ID: 2953, Aug. 3, 1951.
Issue ID: 1994
Dates belong in date fields.
Author: Chipmunks (Tamias)

Unless these chipmunks have the first name of Alvin, Simon or Theodore this information should be in the keyword field.
Accuracy and completeness is important for data retrieval.  

“Multiple Authors” and “Various Authors” 
Don’t be lazy!  Users will search by a person’s name.  Use “Author unknown” if you don’t know who developed the document.
Documents should not be designated as sensitive if they are in the public domain.
“Citation from Brigham Young University library”

The Notes field also contains the ISBN so anyone anywhere can find this document on the Internet.

“Public notice announcement…”

If the reference is marked sensitive then the public won’t be able to read the announcement.

We’ve got plenty of bibkey_id numbers so don’t try and put all the articles from one volume under the same bibkey_id number.
